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Junior / Cadet - Code of Conduct

2. Inappropriate behavior, such as illegal acts, un-sportsman like conduct, theft,      fighting and vandalism is prohibited.

3. I will respect others, the boathouse and the equipment at all times.

4. Athletes who violate the Code of Conduct will incur the following consequences:

A. First Offense

The first violation will be a warning. A warning can be issued by any coach or staff member.

B. Second Offense

The second violation will result in an immediate dismissal from the program. A refund will not be given.
